Unit 6  Is there a supermarket around here?

Section A, Topic 3

Good afternoon ladies and gentleman! My name is Zhan Zhikun. Today, I’d like to talk about my teaching idea about Section A, Topic 3 of Unit 6 in Grade Seven , Project English. The center of this topic is “Is there a supermarket around here”. 
I divided the instruction into five parts, they are: Content Analysis, Teaching Method Analysis, Learning Method Analysis , Teaching Procedures and Assignment.
Ⅰ. Content Analysis

1. Status and Function
The main purpose of this lesson is to help the students learn how to ask and show the directions, learn the traffic signs. For the students , this content is very closed to their real life. By learning it, students can built up their conception of obeying the traffic rules in their daily life. 
2. Key-points and difficult points 
(1) how to ask and show the directions
(2) the meaning of traffic signs
3.Teaching aims
(1) Aims of the knowledge
a. Learn the new words and expressions in this lesson
b. Learn how to ask and show the directions
c. Learn the traffic signs 
(2) Aims of the abilities
a. Develop Ss’ abilities of listening and speaking.
b. Train the Ss’ abilities of communication and corporation 
 (3) Aims of the emotion
Foster Ss’ conception of obeying the traffic rules.
 
That’s all for part 1, next I’ll show you part 2.
Ⅱ. Teaching Method Analysis

In this lesson I will mainly use Five Steps Method and Task-Based Language Teaching. 
I think if I want the student to improve their oral English. I must give them more chances to practice. That is “Learning by doing, Learning by using ”. In this case, I designed tasks according to the《New English Curriculum Criterion》, I will lead my students to study and cooperate with each other. Because the《New English Curriculum Criterion》points out that the general aim of English teaching in this stage of Junior Education is to cultivate students’ comprehensive ability of using English. So I think my teaching methods are in line with the requirement of《New English Curriculum Criterion》.
In order to make the class lively, and the students can learn easily, I will use the mulit-media computer system. It can arouse their interets of learning English

Ⅲ. Learning Method Analysis

    The content in this section is important so the students must have a good preview before the class. Also, they must take an active part in the class activities and complete the tasks by using the target language while cooperating with others. So that, they could seize the chances of communicating in English.
 
Now, I will mainly talk about teaching procedures. 
Ⅳ. Teaching Procedures

Step1  Warm-up and preview
First of all, I will greet my students as usual, and encourage my students to use the useful expressions they have learned to communicate with me. I will quickly lead them into my topic: Is there a supermarket around here? I will show the map of 1a on the screen. Have a competition among the groups to say as many words as possible. In this way, the students can be cheered up and revise the names of the places. 
 
And then , I will tell students I find the city map on the net. I like it very much, so I come here in the holiday. But I am a foreigner, in this lesson, their task is to show me the right directions to different places. Anyone who can show me the right directions can have an award.
 
Step 2  Presentation
Task 1    I will present some new words and expressions on the screen. Let the students listen to the tape and guess the meaning of the new words and expressions. As you know, vocabulary is very important for our students learning English, because they are just like stones and bricks of a house. Students often give up reading and talking if there are too many new words, so I decide to teach them new words and useful expressions. And explain some of them.

Task 2   Play the tape, let the students listen and imitate the dialogue. Divide the students into two groups by their sex to read dialogue. The girls ask, the boys answer. Then switch. By this way, the students get further practicing of the dialogue. They are more familiar with the dialogue. Of course, they would feel fewer difficulties to use the dialogue.
 
 Task 3   When they become very familiar with it, I’ll have a competition: Who can draw the route on the map according the dialogue C and D. So that they can master how to show the directions correctly. 
 
Step 3  Consolidation
 
Task1  Ask and answer in pairs: Suppose you are standing at A. How do you get to the subway station? Describe and draw your route.
 
Task 2   Have class activities 
Divide all the students into 8 groups. Move the desks and put them like the places in the map. Every group is a place. Ask every group find a place to go. And they can make the dialogue. The teacher should walk around and help the students correct the mistakes . After that, I will ask 2 or 3 groups to act it out.. I will say something about their performance in the activity. During the show time, I give high praise when there is any good or creative part in their dialogue. The other pairs learned the good parts at once. I develop their ability of self-studying and cooperating. At the same time, I let the students feel the pleasure to be successful.
